What blessing it is to watch the Body of Christ in action carrying out His command to 

―Love one another.‖...  ―By this all men will know that you are my disciples, if you love one

 Once upon a time there was a grandmother happily living in a studio apartment.  

Due to some unfortunate circumstances her grandchildren were placed into foster care.  

She sprang into action quickly finding a larger place.  Love INC volunteers helped with the 

move, donated furniture, school supplies, linens, dishes and diapers, bathing her in prayer, 

encouragement and friendship. 

 Some time later the fifth grade class at a local Christian school had a new idea for 

this year’s fundraiser:   rather than putting together a theme basket to be auctioned off 

they wanted to adopt a family did Love INC have someone in mind?   Grandma and the 

four children were selected and since the auction would take place just before Easter,  

Easter baskets for the children was the goal.    

 That goal was met and surpassed with a truckload of toys, board games, art sup-

plies, clothing, bicycle, tricycle, books,  wading pool, hair pretties, toiletries, diapers, gift 

cards and even a plant for grandma.  Each child in the classroom also selected one of the 

children to write a personal note of encouragement to which were all put into a notebook.  

(This notebook has been read over and over again by the only grandchild old enough to 

read.)  All of this was delivered to an absolutely overwhelmed family the Saturday before 

Easter.   

 But that’s not the whole story as this project was part of a fundraiser for the 

Christian school.  What was auctioned off was the privilege of delivering these gifts to the 

family and that brought in the most money for the school of the whole night!

6. Providing Clearinghouse volunteers from their 

church each year. 

7. Financially supporting Love INC. 

8. Praying for Love INC, clients, other partner
